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Dear Jon, 
  
John 1:40-42, "Andrew, Simon Peter's brother, was one of the two who 
heard John's witness and followed Jesus.  The first thing he did after 
finding where Jesus lived was find his own brother, Simon, telling him, 
'We've found the Messiah' (that is, 'Christ')  He immediately led him to 
Jesus.  Jesus took one look up and said, 'You're John's son, Simon? From 
now on your name is Cephas' (or Peter, which means "Rock.")." 
  
When Jesus called Simon, He saw what Simon was at that moment but also what 
Simon would become through relationship with Him, from unstable to a "rock."  
Jesus had radical change in mind and the power to accomplish it!  When we believe 
God for change in someone's life, when we cast a vision for that person of what his 
or her life could be like in Christ, it can be an incredible encouragement.  Many 
people are burdened by the belief that things can never change for them, but we 
know differently because of the power of God!
